2. Be registered at Salt Lake Community College in an eligible degree or certificate program 
(list is available in the Financial Aid Office); 

3. Recent High School graduates must attach a grade transcript to this application; Continuing 
SLCC students must attach an unofficial transcript to this application; 

4. Be a U.S. citizen or permanent resident and a Utah resident;  
5. Minimum GPA of 2.5 or better;  
6. Must have applied for Federal Financial Aid (FAFSA—Pell Grant) and the SLCC Financial 

Aid Office must have received the results from the federal processor,(we will look at your 
EFC as well as your unmet need for the semester); Students showing they are not eligible 
for PELL will be given first priority; 

7. Provided a one page statement detailing the need for this tuition waiver. (See page 2 for 
instructions.)
